Less is better!

When it comes to hazardous household products, less is
better. When your family buys fewer chemicals to use
around your home or yard, you are less likely to have
dangerous spills, less likely to end up with toxics tracked
onto your floors or spread on your counters, and less likely
to contaminate your own household air. You also don’t
need to worry about disposing properly of something you
don’t have!

Here are some of the ways that your family can buy less
and use less when it comes to chemicals:

B Use a scrub brush, a rag, or a mop and your muscles to
clean.

B Encourage your parents to consider easy-to-make,
homemade cleaners. There are many recipes for these
available on the Internet and at the library. They
include ingredients that you probably already have at
home, such as baking soda, vinegar, and salt.

B Use up what you already have. Don’t buy replacement
products if you still have a cupboard full of old
chemicals.

B Go to the store with a list. If you aren’t sure what you
need or how much, don’t buy anything right then.

B Buy the least hazardous product for every job. Look at
the labels and, when available, pick “non-toxic” products.
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B Purchase only the amount you need. If you need 1
gallon of paint, a 5-gallon bucket isn’t a good deal—no
matter how low the price!

B Choose water-based products, such as latex paint.

B Give away or trade stuff your family won’t be able to use
up.

M Dispose of hazardous leftovers safely.

We accept household hazardous waste and problem waste
year-round at our facility at 1101 Manchester Avenue in
Wabash. Drop-off hours are Monday through Friday from
8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Materials accepted include the
following:

B Automotive
fluids,
including
antifreeze,
motor oil,
and oil filters

B Lawn and
garden
chemicals, such as fertilizer, plant food, weed killers,
and bug killers

B Household cleaners, such as oven cleaner, furniture
polish, and tub and tile cleaners

B Hobby and home improvement products, such as
paints, glues, photographic chemicals, and pool
chemicals

B Fuels, including gasoline and kerosene

B Personal care products, such as fingernail polish and
fingernail polish remover

B Fluorescent tubes and bulbs and other mercury-
containing items, such as thermometers, thermostats,
and mercury switches

B Household batteries, automotive batteries, and
rechargeable batteries

B Electronics, such as computers, laptops, monitors,
printers, and other components, as well as televisions,
VCRs, DVD players, radios, stereos, cell phones, pagers,
fax machines, and similar items

B Car, truck, and farm tires

B Large appliances, such as refrigerators, freezers, air
conditioners, dehumidifiers, washers, dryers, stoves,
water heaters, and microwave ovens

When transporting materials to our facility, please keep
chemicals in their original, labeled containers, if possible.
Remind your parents not to mix chemicals together. When
loading these items into your family car or van, place them
into the trunk or in the very back, as far away from
passengers as possible.
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
